The IHSAA has developed the “Idaho High School Spirit of Sport Award”.  The 
recipient must be an individual from a high school that is a member of the IHSAA.  
The recipient must be a current coach or student-athlete involved with the 
schools’ athletic or activities program. 

This award seeks to recognize those individuals who exemplify the ideals of the 
positive spirit of sport that represent the core mission of education-based 
participation.  The award may be given in recognition of a specific act or for an 
activity of longer duration. 

For example, it could be given to an individual who has gone beyond the normal 
everyday expectations of assisting others within the school or community.  It 
could also be given to an individual who has overcome some sort of adversity or 
challenging circumstances. 

The IHSAA seeks to identify worthy award recipients by nominations submitted 
from anyone from the school or community.  All nominations must be forwarded 
to the IHSAA.  A committee made up of IHSAA Board of Directors members will 
then review all nominations and select the one Spirit of Sport Award winner. 

If you have a candidate you wish to nominate, please complete and return this 
nomination form to the IHSAA no later than March 15, 2010.  It may be submitted 
electronically by completing the form and emailing it to IHSAA Assistant Director, 
Julie Hammons at hammonsj@idhsaa.org; or by mailing it to Julie Hammons, 
IHSAA, 8011 Ustick Rd, Boise, ID  83704; or by faxing it to (208) 322-5505.  In all 
instances, the deadline for returning the completed nomination is March 15, 
2010. 

This nomination form is the primary criterion in the selection process.  Support 
materials are welcome, but not required.  A press release announcing the winner 
will be posted no later than April 15, 2010 and the winner will be recognized at 
the annual IHSAA Hall of Fame banquet in August. 

Every nominee, regardless if they are selected or not selected will receive a 
certificate co-signed by the IHSAA Executive Director and the chairperson of the 
selection committee.
