
Dietrich School District COVID-19 Athletics Plan 

 

Item 1. Fans and Team’s Attendance  

 

● Cleaning disinfection – plan approved by SCPHD (see below) 

● Protocols for Social Distancing 

o Encourage and maintain social distancing as much as possible 

o Discuss social distancing with athletes/coaches 

o Limit activities that do not allow for social distancing  

o Encourage use of face coverings – optional use  

● Have a plan in place to allow for the immediate separation of staff/athletes/fans 

who present COVID-19 Symptoms. 

● Post signs in highly visible locations (playing field entrances, bathrooms, 

concessions, etc.) that promote everyday protective measures.  

● Sidelines on the field will be limited to players, coaches, and managers at games 

and practices. All individuals on the sideline will need to be approved through 

administration if not one of the above individuals.  

 

Cleaning/Disinfection Plan 

1. Follow Approved Cleaning plan – Plan approved by SCPHD. 

a. Cleaning throughout the day.  

i. Check all soap dispensers in locker rooms/bathrooms to make sure 

they are supplied with soap  

ii. Check paper towel dispenser throughout the day to make sure they 

are adequately supplied.  

iii. Check all hand sanitizer dispensers in entryways and athletic 

locations.  

iv. Wipe down entry and exit door handles as much as possible with 

disinfectant.  

v. Once a week go through the athletic facilities with vital oxide 

disinfecting system. 

b. Daily Equipment Cleaning  

i. Use vital oxide disinfecting system weekly in areas for gear is 

stored.  

ii. Encourage athletes to take their gear home consistently to be 

washed.  

iii. Use cleaning spray to clean equipment that may be used by any 

athlete (balls, pads, bags, etc.)  

 

Item 2. Transportation Plan  

 

Physical distancing (as required by state or local health department) will need to be 

maintained on buses/vans.  

● Multiple buses/vans and/or parental/guardian transportation will be allowed and 

used if needed to maintain social distancing.  

● Staff/students on buses/vans will be allowed to wear face coverings. 



● Only essential players, coaches, and managers will be able to ride the bus to 

competitions. Any other individuals will need to be approved by the 

administration.
